Our local outreach in 
Nicaragua has grown by over 
60% as nearly 90 children 
are now participating in our 
Community Development 
Program. We have a waiting 
list as community needs 
continue to increase and 
families struggle to put food 
on the table. The meal that 
kids eat with us may be the 
only meal they get and so we 
even send food home over 
the weekends, to prevent 
malnutrition and children 
going hungry.

Our Community Learning 
Center is nearly complete, 
which will be a safe space for 
study, extracurricular activity, 
and worship. Our desire is 

to reach every defenseless 
child, and ensure not one falls 
between the cracks.
